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s I sit back and look at the 
world today, I see many broken 
people.  Relationships, homes, 
health, finances, marriages and 
dreams are broken in so many 

ways.  Perhaps you are one of those people 
who cry out, “Lord, give me a break. Get 
me out of this cycle of brokenness and give 
me a breakthrough!” Did you know that 
God is ready to give you a breakthrough?  
That awesome motivation can propel you 
to leap beyond the natural to the supernatu-
ral-- to a place that takes you forward and 
beyond.  Yes, God declares a breakthrough 
for you that can take you beyond your 
limitations and containments to living a 
life that is not measured in terms of B.C. or 
A.D., but is an A.M.B (After My Break-
through) life through Christ Jesus. 
 

We have been reading the account of King 
David’s breakthrough for a few weeks here 
at Highland Church.  David describes his 
breakthrough: “God has broken through 
my enemies by my hand like a break-
through of water.” (1 Chronicles 14:11).  
David describes this breakthrough as a 
picture of a rushing mighty flood breaking 
through a dam even as he and his men 
broke through the garrison of the Philis-
tines.  Before the breakthrough, the scene 
in the scripture is called – “Valley of Re-
phaim” meaning: house of the giant.  After 
the breakthrough it is called – “Baal 
Perazim” meaning: possessor of breaches. 

 

There are many things in our lives that can 
imprison us.  It could be discouragement, 
disappointment, depression, guilt, fear, 
worry, grief, bad habits or addictions.  
There are so many people wanting to break 
free.  The good news is that King Jesus 
Christ came to give us a breakthrough 
from everything that would hold us down.  

The first thing on the list is salvation-- a 
breakthrough out of darkness into His mar-
velous light.  Perhaps you have come to a 
place in your life where you need a break-
through.  Maybe you are looking for a 
spiritual, physical, and relational break-
through or even a financial breakthrough; 
but what are you doing about it?  In order 
to obtain a breakthrough, you must invest 
time, energy and effort.  Most importantly, 
you need someone stronger that can give 
you that much needed break.  The book of 
Micah tells us that Jesus is that stronger 
Person.  Micah 2:13 (AMP) says, “The 
Breaker (the Messiah) will go up before 
them. They will break through, pass in 
through the gate and go out through it, and 
their King will pass on before them, the 
Lord at their head.”   

 

The Bible speaks of this breakthrough in 
so many wonderful ways.  “Break forth 
into joy, sing together, you waste places of 
Jerusalem!  For the LORD has comforted 
His people, He has redeemed Jerusa-
lem.” (Isaiah 52:9).  “Then your light shall 
break forth like the morning, your healing 
shall spring forth speedily, and your right-
eousness shall go before you; the glory of 
the LORD shall be your rear 
guard.” (Isaiah 58:8). 

 

That great Shepherd of the sheep, whose 
name is “The Through-Breaker,” or, “The 
Breaker-Up,” makes a way for His people.  
Yes, He creates it by force of arms! This 
sinless Breaker, who took our sin and its 
consequences to the cross, broke the curse 
to set us free.  He broke the power of 
Death and Hell, and cleared the road for 
everyone who will follow Him. The 
Breaker has gone up before us!  Isaiah 
45:2-3 says “I will go before you and make 
the crooked places straight; I will break in 

pieces the gates of bronze and cut the bars 
of iron.  I will give you the treasures of 
darkness and hidden riches of secret places, 
that you may know that I, the LORD, who 
call you by your name, Am the God of Is-
rael.”  The Bible tells us to “Enlarge the 
place of your tent, and let them stretch out 
the curtains of your dwellings.  Do not 
spare, lengthen your cords, and strengthen 
your stakes.  “For you shall expand to the 
right and to the left, and your descendants 
will inherit the nations and make the deso-
late cities inhabited.” (Isaiah 54:2-3).  
Stretch your tent curtains wide because God 
wants you to be enlarged and have a break-
through. The enemy wants to put a wall 
around you to limit, contain and block you 
out, but our Lord helps us “break out”.  “For 
He Himself is our peace, who has made 
both one, and has broken down the middle 
wall of separation…” (Ephesians 2:14). 
 
God wants your inheritance to reach beyond 
the very wall that is stopping you.  He in-
tends to expand your borders.  Even before 
God demolishes the walls, begin to shout 
and praise down those walls like Israel did 
in the time of Joshua.  “Break up your fal-
low ground, for it is time to seek the 
LORD till He comes and rains righteous-
ness on you.” (Hosea 10:12).  Now is the 
time for your breakthrough as you surrender 
to Jesus, the Lord of your Breakthrough and 
follow Him to victory.  Despite the reces-
sion or whatever your present situation 
might be, let this be your season for a mean-
ingful, supernatural and powerful break-
through.  Get out of your mere existence of 
sitting on the sidelines and move into a dy-
namic and most powerful participation with 
the “Breaker” to possess your inheritance 
and all that He has for you.

f  you are a sports fan, you certainly know about 
trades. Team owners, scouts and coaches are con-
stantly looking for better players to improve their 
teams.  They trade players whenever possible to 
improve their chances of achieving a winning re-
cord and eventually win the championship. It 

costs them a lot and there are no guarantees. Some 
trades work out for good, while others do not. But they 
spare no expense to get the best players they can afford. 
Even after they make the best deal, they have to start the 
process all over again because that player’s skills will 
eventually fade away as he ages. He will have to be re-
placed, and the trades and the acquisitions go on and on 
and on and on, in a never ending cycle. 
 
Some people used to trade up to bigger and better 
homes.   Then they would get tired of the new home and 
start looking to move again because the house that 
seemed so wonderful when they bought it eventually 
didn’t satisfy them. 
 
If you watch television at all, you have seen commer-
cials encouraging you to trade in your old clunker. They 
offer you the best deal, bar none. They are even willing 
to pay above market value for your car. They may actu-
ally give you a good deal; but, alas, the car will eventu-
ally wear out and you will need a new one.  Just remem-

ber that whenever someone is offering a deal, you had 
better be careful because usually he is only looking out 
for himself.  You have to read the fine print, or else you 
might wind up with more (or less) than you bargained for.  
At best you will get your money’s worth, and at worst 
you might lose out on the deal.   
 
But what if you were offered a trade (a deal) where all the 
advantages were on your side?  What if all the benefits 
were for you?  Wouldn’t you jump at a trade in which you 
can’t lose; a trade where you come out on top?  What if 
that trade could be yours just by agreeing to it?   And, 
best of all, what if you do not even have to pay for it?  
“Impossible,” you say, “There is no free lunch!”  It may 
be true that there is no free lunch, but this deal is better 
than free lunch because you are dealing with someone 
who is more honest than “Honest Abe” himself. 
Here it is:
